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BIRD  NOTES     
 from Richard Wells 

 

Our summer visitors are arriving 
thick and fast.  There are still a lot 
to come but our home-grown 
dawn chorus now has several 
exotic new members to add lustre 
to  the morning aria. 
 

Chiffchaff, willow warbler and blackcap 
are already stirring me awake; swallows 
are around  but yet to take up residence 
in the horse boxes in earnest or sit on the 
telephone wire and chirrup away 
endlessly.  
 

The following can be in no way 
comprehensive but here is how the 
spring migration unfolded over the  last 
few days of March and the first half of 

April.    
 

A chiffchaff was 
singing  in our garden 
in East Witton on 
March 29.  
Two days later Don 
Yates saw his first 

sand martin on the River Ure at Danby.  
The following day - April 2nd -  
Dennis Clarkson reported a 
swallow at Lowthorpe Farm, East 
Witton. This was earlier than 
normal but the mild weather with a 
southerly airflow undoubtedly 
helped.    
 

On the 4th a wheatear bobbed 
along a drystone wall near Ulla 
Bridge and on the 5th Linda 
Brown  became a lifesaver to a 
blackcap at Danby Farm.  It 

had journeyed all the way from 
Africa and then apparently been stunned 
after being hit by a car.   But Linda was 
able to revive it and take it to safety.   
 

The first house martin was in East Witton 
on April 9th but it took until the 16th 
before I heard my first redstart.  In fact 
there were three singing males between 
Braithwaite Hall and Coverham Bridge, 
though I suspect someone, somewhere 
in the joint parishes must have had one 
earlier than that.  
 

The Lower Ure Conservation Trust is 
working with Middleham Town Council 
and the Pond Conservation Trust to find 
out more about  what is happening to the 
water at Pinkers Pond.  With this in mind 
a water gauge has been installed to 
monitor levels.  A number of  birds that 
like to get their feet wet and which once

Yorkshire Dales cotton mills  Dr George Ingle 
We don't associate the Yorkshire Dales 
with textile mills, but Dr Ingle has 
researched the background and 
development of over seventy mills built in 
the Dales from 1784 onwards.  Today only 
one is still in production. The mills were 
used to spin and weave a variety of fibres 
including cotton, wool, worsted, flax, silk 
and rayon.  The availability of water power 
brought this new industry to Swaledale and 
Wensleydale as well as the other dales to 
the west and south.   
 

This talk, which is based on Dr Ingleôs 
latest book, will be illustrated with old and 
new photographs, maps and extracts from 
contemporary newspapers. Information 
about the firms, child labour and hand loom 

weavers' riots will also be included, so 
come along if you would like to hear a 
comprehensive account of this fascinating 
but neglected  aspect of the history of the 
local area.

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APRIL 2011 ð A MONTH OF REMARKABLE WARMTH, SUNSHINE 
AND DROUGHT     by Trevor  Smith 

 
After the warm and sunny April of 2007 it 
was widely said that it would be unlikely for 
another similar April to occur for many, 
many years. And yet four years later, we 
have experienced an even warmer and 
sunnier April and one almost as dry. 

The first five days were generally unsettled 
with the wettest day of the month falling on 
the 4th when half an inch of rain fell. 
Thereafter the weather settled down, 
although the second week produced some 
cloudier days. 

It was my warmest April since my records 
began here in 1977. On not one day did 
the maximum temperature fall below 10C, 
the first time this has occurred in my 
records in April. The period 19th ï 25th was 
exceptionally warm with the average 
maximum temperatures being 20.6C. The 
warmest day was the 23rd with a maximum 
temperature of 22.3C. Night time 
temperatures were also above average but 
not by such a margin as the maximum 
ones. However, there was only one air 
frost, this during the early hours of the 28th, 
and eight ground frosts. 

The dryness of March continued 
throughout April, with Aprilôs rainfall 
totalling 0.86ò (21.8mm), the majority falling 
on the 4th. Apart from a trace of rain on the 
23rd no rain fell after the 5th, giving us the 
second absolute drought of 2011. Itôs quite 
rare to have one in a year in Carlton! This 
second drought came to an end on 6th 
May, a record breaking period of 30 days. 

There were 209 hours of sunshine during 
April, 150% of the average, making it 
slightly sunnier than 2007 which was itself 
a record breaking month for sunshine. 
There was not one day on which the sun 
didnôt shine, and the three consecutive 
days from the 20th produced a total of 39.5 
hours. 

Over central England this was the warmest 
April since 1659! Much of the UK enjoyed 
warm, dry and sunny weather. The highest 
temperature reached during April was at 
Wisley in Surrey where it climbed to 27.8C 
on the 23rd. During the early hours of the 
26th the temperature fell to -5.4C at Tulloch 
Bridge, Lochaber. Rainfall was mostly 
below average everywhere; St Helier on 
Jersey had the smallest monthly total with 
only 0.2mm falling. Although much of 
Scotland still had below average rainfall it 
wasnôt generally as dry as further south. 
Tyndrum in Stirlingshire received 8.11ò 
(206mm). Sunshine was above average 
almost everywhere. Jersey in the Channel 
Islands took the record with 282 hours, but 
even Stornaway which had the smallest 
amount could still manage a respectable 
140 hours.  

So an amazing two months of weather 
have passed. As I write in mid May the 
weather has slipped back into more typical 
form with showery, chilly winds coming in 
from the west or north west. There is a hint 
that better weather may return toward the 
end of May and into June. Beyond that is 
very uncertain.

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NEWS FROM THE FRIENDS OF LEYBURN STATION (FOLS) 
WENSLEYDALE  RAILWAY 

  

 

FOLS have launched 
an appeal to raise funds for the 
resurfacing of Leyburn Station platform 
and ultimately, the reinstatement of the 
canopy (to provide much-needed dry 
shelter in bad weather).  Phase I, which 
we aim to complete by the end of 2011, 
will involve removal of the existing loose 
chip topping material, new drainage, 
realignment of the platform edge tactile 
paving and the laying of a substantial 
amount of blacktop by specialist 
contractors.  The completion of this 
scheme will greatly enhance the facilities 
for all who use the station. 
 

Estimates for this initial stage of work 
have been obtained and indicate that, 
including an allowance for unforeseen 
complications, at least some £8,500 is 
needed.  Since operating the premises 
on behalf of Wensleydale Railway plc, 
FOLS has self-financed the great 
majority of improvements at Leyburn 

Station but the scale of this project is 
such that a helping hand is required, 
particularly if Phase II (the canopy) is to 
become a reality.
